· I understand that ARDB data may not be passed to any third party without a written consent. This includes clients, agents and colleagues unless they are named above and have received a copy of this form.  
· I may not copy, distribute, disseminate, publish or broadcast the data in any format, including on the Internet, without written consent. Raw data supplied by the ARDB whether sensitive or not, may not be published as appendices or tables in public documents without written permission from the ARDB.
· I will inform the ARDB of any publications or reports emanating from use of ARDB data and include an appropriate acknowledgement of the ARDB to be agreed upon prior to publication.
